1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Mayor Samuel G.S. Bennett called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM and asked Town Clerk
Carmen Spelorzi to call roll.

a. ORDINANCE NO. 2021-02 PUBLIC HEARING Second Reading
(TABLED FROM 07/13/2021)

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TOWN OF PIERSON’S UNIFIED
LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS TO FACILITATE
ADMINISTRATION OF THE REGULATIONS; AMENDING ARTICLE II -
RULES OF INTERPRETATION AND DEFINITIONS, SECTION 2.2
DEFINITIONS; AMENDING ARTICLE 1l — ADMINISTRATION,
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ENFORCEMENT AND REVIEW, SECTION 3.2.10.A. COMPLAINTS
REGARDING VIOLATIONS.
(Recommendation for approval from the Planning Commission on third review)

Mr. Waugh read the title into record and elaborated on the history and need for this
amendment. Mr. Waugh explained that this amendment

e corrects a mistake in the code that says the Development Regulations Administrator
(DRA) is synonymous with the Chief Building official

e adds verbiage stating that the Town shall appoint an (any) employee to serve in that
capacity

e adds language to 3.2.10 that anything the DRA does with a complaint has to be
reported immediately to the Town Council

Mayor Bennett opened Public Participation. Hearing no comments the Mayor closed Public
Participation.

Councilmember Tom Larrivee made the motion to approve Ordinance 2021-02 on
second reading; seconded by Councilmember Gray Leonhard. All agreed; motion
carries on roll call vote 5-0.

b. RESOLUTION NO. 2021-03
A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF PIERSON, FLORIDA SETTING THE
POLICY AND PROCEDURE FOR A NOTICE OF VIOLATION PROCESS-
; REPEALING RESOLUTIONS IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; PROVIDING
FOR SEVERABILITY AND APPLICABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

Mayor Bennett asked Mr. Waugh to speak on this resolution and the need for it. Mr. Waugh
summarized the content of this resolution and advised the Council of a new State law that
complaints cannot be made anonymously, meaning that the Town cannot investigate
complaints without a name and address of the complainant (exceptions exist).

Discussion ensued and Mayor Bennett recommended sending the resolution to the P&Z for
review/recommendations and thereafter bringing it back before the Council for ratification.

Vice Mayor Robert Greenlund made the motion to send the resolution to the P&Z
Commission for review and to bring back any recommendation before the Council for
ratification; seconded by Councilmember Gray Leonhard. All agreed; motion carries.
