TOWN COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING
MINUTES

TUESDAY, JUNE 22, 2021 - 7:00 P.M.
PIERSON TOWN HALL

1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Mayor Samuel G.S. Bennett called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and asked Town Clerk
Carmen Spelorzi to call roll.

2. ROLL CALL

Also present were Town Attorney Christian Waugh and Town Planner Mark Karet.
Councilmember Gray Leonhard was sworn in during the meeting and took his seat on the
Council.

3. Invocation and pledge of allegiance
Mayor Samuel Bennett gave the invocation, which was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES - Mayor Samuel Bennett

a. Reqular Meeting June 8, 2021

Mayor Samuel Bennett entertained a motion for approval if there are no deletions or additions.

Councilmember Tom Larrivee made the motion to approve the minutes as written;
seconded by Councilmember Sergia Cardenas. All agreed; motion carries.

5. NEW BUSINESS

a. ORDINANCE NO. 2021-02 First Reading

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TOWN OF PIERSON’S UNIFIED
LAND DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS TO FACILITATE
ADMINISTRATION OF THE REGULATIONS; AMENDING ARTICLE II -
RULES OF INTERPRETATION AND DEFINITIONS, SECTION 2.2
DEFINITIONS; AMENDING ARTICLE 1l — ADMINISTRATION,
ENFORCEMENT AND REVIEW, SECTION 3.2.10.A. COMPLAINTS
REGARDING VIOLATIONS.
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(Recommendation for approval from the Planning Commission on third review)

Mayor Bennett asked Town Planner Mark Karet to give an overview of the ordinance. Mr.
Karet elaborated that this ordinance has been before the P&Z multiple times and that their last
recommendations are to
e Strike the wording Synonymous with the Chief Building Official
e Have the Council select one of the five town employees to be the DRA
e DRA has to report any violation to Town Council every regular Council Meeting and
any emergency violation immediately.

Discussion ensued what the DRAS responsibilities will be and that this change will clean up
the code to firm up the Town’s position, should a code enforcement action be challenged in
court.

Mayor Bennett read the title into record and stated that this item was recommended for
approval by the P&Z Commission.

Vice Mayor Robert Greenlund made the motion to approve Ordinance 2021-02 on first
reading; seconded by Councilmember Tom Larrivee. All agreed; motion carries on roll
call vote 4-0.

b. Appointment of a new council member (TABLED from 06/08/2021)
- Mayor Samuel G.S. Bennett

Mayor Bennett noted that Residents Paul Martel, Gray Leonhard and Jimmy Anderson
submitted letters of interest for the appointment as a new Town Council member. Mayor
Bennett opened the floor for discussion.

Audience members asked questions

e can applicants serve on more than one (1) Board — no, would have to resign
e can selection be made in private — no, due to Sunshine law has to be public

Mr. Waugh read a section of the Chapter that states that the Mayor, with the majority of the
Council may appoint a person to fill an unexpired term.

Vice Mayor Robert Greenlund made the motion to select Paul Martel to the Town
Council. Motion fails for a lack of second.

Mayor Bennett opened the floor.

Councilmember Sergia Cardenas made the motion to select Gray Leonhard to the Town
Council; seconded by Councilmember Tom Larrivee. All agreed; motion carries.

Mr. Waugh stated that it is now the Mayor’s responsibility to appoint Mr. Leonard to the

Town Council. If this is to happen at this meeting, Mr. Leonhard would have to resign as
Chair of the P&Z effective tonight.
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Mr. Gray Leonhard verbally submitted his resignation as Chair of the Planning and Zoning
Commission. The Council accepted.

Town Clerk Spelorzi performed the Oath of Office ceremony and Mr. Gray Leonhard took
his seat on the Town Council.

c. Volusia County School Board Agreement - Mayor Samuel G.S. Bennett

Mayor Bennett informed the Council that a draft agreement to extend sewer services was
provided by the School Board’s Attorney, which will run through September 19, 2024. The
agreement contains a request of periodic Sewer plant project updates to be given to the School
Board.

Councilmember Tom Larrivee made the motion to approve the draft agreement
provided by the School Board; seconded by Councilmember Sergia Cardenas. All
agreed; motion carries on roll call vote 5-0.

d. Request for Approval for an appraisal by Heffington & Associates - Mayor
Samuel G.S. Bennett

Mayor Bennett read the title and explained the need for an appraisal of the current Town Hall.

Vice Mayor Robert Greenlund made the motion to approve an appraisal of the current
Town Hall to be performed by Heffington and Associates in the amount of 1,900.00;
seconded by Councilmember Sergia Cardenas. All agreed; motion carries.

e. Riverto Sea TPO FY 2021/22 Funding Agreement and Invoice- Mayor Samuel
G.S. Bennett

Mayor Bennett read the title and spoke on the funding agreement and the invoice.

Vice Mayor Robert Greenlund made the motion to approve the annual agreement and
invoice in the amount of $176.00; seconded by Councilmember Sergia Cardenas. All
agreed; motion carries.

f. State of Emergency Florida / Town of Pierson - Mayor Samuel G.S. Bennett

Mr. Waugh stated that Florida is still under a State of Emergency based on the Governor’s
executive order(s).

Councilmember Tom Larrivee made the motion to extend the State of Emergency for
the Town of Pierson for an additional seven (7) days; seconded by Vice Mayor Robert
Greenlund. All agreed; motion carries.

the VCSB and touched again on creating a committee to oversee the beautification of
the new town center. Mayor Bennett stated that once the School Board finalizes the
agreement they would revisit the item.
e Spoke on an incident with squatters and asked if staff can check on the properly
periodically

Newly appointed Councilmember Gray Leonhard thanked the Council for their confidence.
8. GOOD AND WELFARE (public participation)

Mr. Paul Martel inquired about the status of the new pole for Chipper Jones Park and was told
that it is on order.

Ms. Jaime Davies asked if there will be any costs to the Town to be on their sewer and was
informed that there will be no cost to the Town per the draft agreement.
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Mrs. Linnie Richardson spoke on
e Dbringing back the noise ordinance to the P&Z due to continued noise problems.
e Checking with the VCSO on their apparent lack of presence in Pierson. Discussion
ensued that a meeting should be called with the Sheriff, Captain and the Mayor.
