1. CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Mayor Samuel G.S. Bennett called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and asked Town Clerk
Carmen Spelorzi to call roll.

Mayor Samuel Bennett gave the invocation, which was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Samuel Bennett entertained a motion for approval if there are no deletions or additions.

Councilmember Tom Larrivee made the motion to approve the minutes as written;
seconded by Councilmember Sergia Cardenas. All agreed; motion carries.

a. ORDINANCE NO. 2021-05 First Reading
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF PIERSON, FLORIDA RELATING TO
THE AMENDMENT OF THE TOWN OF PIERSON COMPREHENSIVE
PLAN; PROVIDING FOR ADOPTION OF A SMALL SCALE
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AMENDMENT FOR REAL PROPERTY
TOTALING APPROXIMATELY 2.98+ ACRES IN SIZE LOCATED AT 241
SOUTH CENTER STREET WITHIN THE TOWN OF PIERSON;
PROVIDING FOR A CHANGE IN THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP

Town Planner Mark
Karet spoke on the ordinance and stated that this is a comp plan amendment going from
general retail to heavy commercial and that staff recommends approval. Discussion ensued
that this request is just for the comp plan amendment and not the project itself.

Mr. Tom Harowski spoke on behalf of the applicants and gave a brief summary of what the
applicants are proposing to do if the comp plan amendment gets approved.

Resident Sue Elliott of Minshew Rd, spoke about attending the SAC meeting where they
asked when the new Community Center will be open as there is interest from organizations
looking to rent spaces. Mayor Bennett explained that the sewer system issue is holding up the
move but is confident that things are coming to a resolution soon. Discussion ensued.

and help distributing the letters. Mrs. Spelorzi was asked to provide a list of prior
sponsors.

Commissioner Larrivee asked that Mrs. Spelorzi advertise on the marquise that vaccines are
still available at the pharmacy.

VCSO Deputy Stohl spoke on noise enforcement requirements and to have residents call
dispatch at 386-736-5961. Town Attorney Waugh explained that no signed affidavit is
needed.
